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Dear Parents/Carers,

As mentioned at the beginning of the year, Plantation is now using the Read Write Inc phonics programme to teach reading and writing in Year 1 and Year 2. Both staff and children are really enjoying this new programme and it is now time to share the books that we have been reading in school with you at home.

All children have now been assessed and split into colour groups based upon their reading ability. Within these groups, your child will be taught to read and write specific sounds at his or her level. These sounds will correspond with the sounds found in the books assigned for home reading. Home and school reading come hand in hand when using Read Write Inc and although we know parents and carers are very busy people, we encourage you to read with your child as frequently as possible. 
Some colour groups will run on a three-day cycle, where books are changed in school every three days. Other colour groups will run on a five-day cycle, where books are change every five days. As there are multiple groups in each class, not all children will have the same day to change their book so please keep checking your child’s School Planner for information regarding the above. School Planners should be brought in daily to ensure that home/school communication remains strong.
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Within each cycle your child will be assigned a storybook, a book bag book and a reading for pleasure book.

The storybook will be assigned online using the eBook platform Oxford Owl (www.oxfordowl.co.uk). Every child has their own individual Oxford Owl login and this can be found in his or her School Planner. Login to the ‘Oxford Owl for School’ 

section under the student tab. The eBook will be found in the homework section. If you have trouble accessing a device at home, please let your child’s class teacher know. Your child will have read this storybook three times in school before it is assigned for home reading and so should be read independently with confidence.

The book bag book will be one of our brand new Read Write Inc books so please take good care of it and ensure that it is returned to school at the end of each cycle. This programme relies heavily upon these new books so they must be accounted for and returned in good condition so that all children can access these resources. This book will build upon many of the sounds and words found in the storybook read in school. Your child will need more support in reading this book.
The reading for pleasure book will be a book that your child has selected purely based on a reading for pleasure basis. This book may not correspond with your child’s reading level but please still enjoy this book with them at home.

We appreciate that this routine is different to previous years but we have every faith in the success of the Read Write Inc phonics programme and we look forward to sharing our reading with you at home.
